E632 FINAL PROJECT AND PRESENTATION

This project is one you will design yourself. You can do it as an individual or collaborate on it with others in the class. As you’ll see below, you have lots of freedom in determining the form this project will take. Regardless of that form, however, your project should demonstrate your skill in developing a critical digital literacy pedagogy.
PROJECT OBJECTIVES: The One Thing Well Project was designed to help you meet the first of the three goals of the course as outlined on the syllabus: to 1) participate in the digital age by developing your own skills as a critical consumer and composer of digital and multimodal texts. This project will address the other two goals as follows. It should:

2) develop and hone your technological pedagogical content knowledge (Mishra & Koehrer, 2008). That is, it should reveal the “conceptual framework” you are constructing to guide your integration of critical digital literacies in a relevant teaching context for the purpose of deepening and amplifying student learning in your particular content area. By definition, a conceptual framework systematically links guiding concepts from existing theory, research, and background experiences to provide a foundation for a teaching approach or new research project (Maxwell, 2013). Our course texts should be rich sources for you to include in your conceptual framework, though you are free to include additional sources as well.
3) indicate how you might advocate for student access to digital tools and provide instructional support for their development of critical digital literacies. That is, your project should demonstrate


· how you are teaching students to successfully access, navigate, and critique digital and multimodal texts

· how you are supporting students’ development of digital and multimodal composing practices that will allow them to develop and enact their identities as civically active human beings who challenge inequities in today’s society
· how your teaching will support students’ purposeful engagement in academic contexts within and beyond secondary school
FORMAT: The format of your project will depend upon what you choose to do to synthesize your learning for this course. Here are some examples of projects students created the last time I taught this course and some other ideas I’ve had this time around. They are meant to spark your thinking and do not represent a limited list of options from which you must choose.
· Conduct a small-scale case study of a student’s in-school or out-of-school literacy practices that demonstrate her/his opportunities for engaging in connected learning.

· Create a compendium of digital tools with potential to engage students’ civic participation in a digital age.

· Develop a set of instructional materials that will help students’ develop critical digital literacies.

· Do an analytical comparison of a range of print, digital, multimodal, and/or hybrid texts on a similar theme or subject.

· Develop your own collection of “Do Now” resources on a topic that challenges systemic inequities in society. 

· Come up with something else that’s wonderful that I haven’t thought of yet.
In addition to submitting this project to me, on the final night of class you will make a brief presentation of your work (no longer than 10 minutes). Be sure to include a reference list in MLA or APA format to credit the sources that informed your work.
All writing should be carefully edited, and professional and academic in tone, though it’s fine with me to use the personal pronoun “I.” In fact, that’s actually commonplace in most literacy journals.
