Proposal Guidelines for the Final Project
DUE DATE: By Wed., 11/11, invite me to a Google Doc that includes your proposal. Be sure to give me editing privileges.
In no more than 500 words, I want you to write an informal proposal that will let me on your thinking about what you’d like to do for your final project. 
Full disclosure: I’m not going to read and formally comment on your proposal because I think face-to-face feedback will be more productive. We will talk through your proposals in small groups like we did with the One Thing Well Project, but I still want you to go through the process of writing one because I think it will help you begin crystallizing your ideas.
Here’s what I want you to include in your proposal:

1. Describe the form your project will take. What do you want to you make?

2. Provide a rationale for your project. Why is this the right project to help you synthesize your learning in this course? Why is it meaningful to you? How could it result in something that is meaningful for students? 

3. Explain how your project will allow you to meet the 2nd and 3rd goals for the course as described on the assignment sheet.

4. Describe the process you will follow to make your project. What are the main steps you will need to take? What’s a reasonable timeline for completing each of these steps? 
5. Make a tentative list of 5-6 references that are likely to inform your conceptual framework. See objective #2 on the assignment sheet for more details.
